Free movement of persons

Every citizen of the Union shall have the right to move asdle freely within the territory of the
Member Sates, subject to the limitationgnd conditions laid down in the Treaties and by |
measures adopted to give them effect. Art. 45 of the Lisbon Treaty (Treaty on the Functioning
European UnionTFEQ.

EU citizens have theght to move freelybetween Member Sates to live, work, study or retire ir
another country.This applies tall EU citizens, regardless of the purpose of moving. fiégsiom

enables citizensof one Member $ate to travel, resideand work in another EU country. Citizel
coming from another EU country should be treated equally wationals of a Member Statérticle

45 of the TFEU prohibits restrictions on the basis of nationality.

Free movement of goods

The Union shall comprise a customs union which shall cover all trade in goods and which shall
the prohibition between Member States of customs duties on imports gmatts and of all charges
having equivalent effect.

Goods must be able tarculate freelythroughout the EU Internal Brket. This can be facilitated i
two ways: the EU counts can adopt common rules (harmonisation) or they can follow the princ
of mutual recognition where common rules are not in place.

state. Manufacturers should have the right to commercialize their products inNMesnber Sate

under the same conditions as domestically produced goods.

Restrictions on the freedom of establishment of nationals of a Member State in the territory of anc
